
Course and Instructor Critiques 
Students are expected to attend all classes and other related academic activities as defined for each 
course by the course director. One such academic activity is participation in the St. George’s University 
(SGU) Course and Instructor Critique Program. 

Student participation in the Evaluation Process is 
mandatory. 
When requested, students in a course are expected to complete all required faculty and course 
evaluations.  The critiques coordinator notifies students when evaluation periods have begun and 
sends periodic reminders to ensure that critiques are submitted within the allotted time frame. Failure 
to complete all required course and instructor critiques means that students did not fulfill all course 
requirements 
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
